Fiscal Year 2020 Budget Ordinance 
 City Manager, Perry Hicks summarized the budget figures and stated that everyone received copies of the proposed 
 budget at last month’s meeting and they have also been available at city hall for anyone wishing to have a copy.  
 He stated that we have advertised and held the required public hearings as part of the process of adopting the new 
 fiscal year 2020 budget ordinance.    
 
 Council Member Clayton made a motion in which was seconded by Council Member Otwell to accept the fiscal year 
 2020 budget as presented.  The motion carried unanimously. 
  
Hospital Authority Appointment 
 Mayor Sewell stated that Tanner Hospital Authority has recommended Brandall Lovvorn to fill a vacant seat on the 
 hospital board for a three-year term ending in 2022.  She asked for a motion to appoint Brandall Lovvorn to the 
 Hospital Authority. 
 
 Council Member Thomason made a motion, seconded by Council Member Otwell to appoint Brandall Lovvorn to 
 the hospital authority with term ending 2022.  The motion carried.

 Michael Wingate with Universal Faith Ministries introduced himself to the mayor and council and stated that he just 
 wanted to come and be a part of the community.
