Bank Account / Excess Funds 
 Mayor Sewell stated that the bank account for excess funds regards money received from 
 tax sales.    
 Perry Hicks explained that we need a non-interest bearing bank account to hold excess 
 funds from the sale of tax liens.  These funds can be released to the owner once they come 
 in and claim them.  We need approval to open the bank account and also to use the 
 authorized signatures already on file at the financial institutes.  
 
 Mayor Sewell asked for a motion to authorize city personnel to proceed with opening a 
 bank account for the purpose of holding excess funds. 
  
 Motion by Council Member Shepherd seconded by Council Member Hightower to 
 authorize city personnel to open a bank account for the purpose of  holding excess funds.

 Commission and has agreed to the appointment.  She asked for a motion to appoint Chris
