 Mayor Sewell added item number 8a for discussion of the DOT/RR/City Work 
 Project on Georgia Avenue, Florida and Fern Street. 
 
Approval of Minutes 

Mayor asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the February 20, 2012 regular 
council meeting. 
 
Motion by Council Member Wilson seconded by Council Member Shepherd to approve the 
minutes of the regular meeting held on February 20, 2012.   Motion carried. 



Call for Special Election – City Council Post 4 
 Mayor Sewell stated that Council Member Hightower has resigned due to moving his 
 residence outside the city limits of Bremen.  She stated that we need to call for a special  
 election to be held on July 31, 2012.  Qualifying will be held April 23-27, 2012 with a 
 $22.50 qualifying fee.  She asked for a motion to call for the special election. 
 
 Motion by Council Member Parrish seconded by Council Member Shepherd to call for a 
 special election for city council post 4 to be held on July 31, 2012.  Motion carried. 
 
Resolution – City/County Five Year Short Term Work Program Update 
 Perry Hicks explained that this is a required list update with the Northwest Georgia 
 Regional Commission.

DOT/RR/City Work Project (Florida/Fern) Update 
 Mayor Sewell stated that we have Kathy Yates with Georgia Power present as well as 
 Karen Higgins with DOT present and we want to discuss the Georgia Avenue, Florida 
 Avenue and Fern Street work. 
 
 Kathy Yates explained where Georgia Power stands with the project and stated the 
 reasons they are unable to set a power pole at this time. 
 
 Karen Higgins gave an update as to where DOT stands at this time with the project. 
 
Karen Higgins – Tourism Update 
 Karen Higgins gave an update on the Haralson County Tourism.  She notified the 
 mayor and council of accomplishments as well as upcoming projects that the tourism 
 team will be working on.
